INTRODUCTION OF CONTRACTING AUTHORITY

Public enterprise for underground coal exploitation – Resavica was established by the Decision of the Management Board of Public enterprise »Electrical Power industry of Serbia«  ("Electroprivreda Srbije")– Belgrade number 42/3-3 of 21 Dec 1991.  It started working on 20th January 1992 by entry into registry at Commercial Court in Kragujevac recorded under file number 1-4377-00 based on the Decision Fi 99/92.

Government of Republic of Serbia established the Public enterprise for underground coal exploitation as an independent entity outside PE EPS by the Decision 05 number 023-2550/2003-2 of 15th May 2003 published in Official Gazette of RS number 54/03. The enterprise started working on 03 July 2003 on the day of its entry into registry at the Commercial Court in Kragujevac where it is recorded under file number 1-20532-00 based on the Decision Fi-776/03.

Seat of the Public enterprise for underground coal exploitation is in Resavica, Petra Žalca street no.2. Enterprise activities are as follows:

· Primary activity: coal production, processing and transportation.

· Other activities: designing, construction and maintenance of mining facilities, geological explorations, exploitation of other non-ferrous metals, stone for construction industry, production of quartze sand, gravel and sand, magnetite, production and distribution of heat and water, procurement, storage and use of explosive materials used in mining, production and trade of chemichals, inspection and testing of insulation apparatuses in mines of PE PEU, foreign trade within registered business activities, service of investment works transfer to third foreign entity in-country, wholsale and retail with timber, transportation of goods and passengers in road traffic, catering services, accommodation and food for workers and other agricultural services.

Pursuant to Article 61 of the Law on public procurement of RS (Official Gazette of RS 124/12  and Decision of Director of PE PEU Resavica on initiating the public procurement procedure number              of     2014, the following is issued:

INSTRUCTIONS TO TENDERERS FOR OFFER PREPARATION 

1. Tenderer submits the offer by filling in the form line for the concerned procurement and enclose the required documents and all evidence defined by this Instructions and possible subsequent sent additional explanations by Contracting Authority. Offer Form is completed by readable hand writing or printed on the typing machine, computer or other technical machine of similar characteristics.

2. Offer is submitted bound by the red tape (security tape) in one unit and sealed (or several units which must be separately ealed each) to prevent insertion or removal of certain documents, otherwise it shall not be considered and shall be rejected.

Tenderer shall submit the offer directly by hand or by post in sealed envelope or a box, sealed in such a way that when opening it may be concluded that the offer is opene dfor the first time. 

On the back of the envelope or a box state the name and address of teh Tenderer. 

In case the Offer is submitted by a group of Tenderers, the envelope shall bear the words group of tenderers and write the names and addresses of all participants in joint offer.

Offer to be submitted to the address: Javno preduzeće za podzemnu eksploataciju uglja u restruktuiranju - Resavica, with a note: ,,Offer for public procurement of goods –  procurement of Mining steel support - Code ORN:  14622000 – Steel, PP no 03/14/606006- DO NOT OPEN” the offer is considered to be received in time by teh Contracting Authority if received  till 12 March 2014 until 11:00 h a.m.

   Contracting Authority shall, upon having received the certain offer, write down on envelope or the box with offer, the time of receipt and record the number and date of the offer according to the following order of receipt. In case the offer is handed over, the Contracting Authority shall give to Tenderer the certificate proof of the received offer. In this certificate of the receipt of offer, the Contracting Authority shall state the date and hour of the receipt of offer. 

The offer not received by teh Contracting Authority within the deadline for submission, that is which is received after the expiry of date and time defined for offer submission shall be considered as not received in time.

Contracting Authority shall retain all received offers in its ownership with the obligation to use them only for its own purposes and with obligatory confidentiality. Any disclosure of details from the offer which are marked as business secret to third parties out of other tenderers by the Contracting Authority is not permitted without prior consent in writing of the Tenderer. 

3. Offer must be in original, prepared on the required form, clear, without ambiguity, provided with seal and signature of the authorised person.

4. Offer and other documents related to the offer must be in Serbian language. Foreign tenderers are obliged to translate all documents in the Serbian language.

5. Offer must be complete (included all items in the Offer Form).

6. Offer with variants is not allowed (Article 91, paragraph 2. ZPP- Law on Public Procurement).

7. Tenderer may submit only one offer.

8. Tenderer that submitted the offer by itself may not participate in the joint offer or as a sub-contractor at the same time.

Tenderer state in teh Offer Form in which way it submits the offer, that is whether it submits the offer alone or as participant in the joint offer, or with the sub-contractor.

9. Tenderer must visibly mark and verify by seal and put its initials on the parts of the offer which are considered to be busines secret.

Contracting Authority shall keep as confidential all the data on tenderers contained in offers which are defined by special regulation as confidential and which have been marked as such by the Contracting Authority. Contracting Authority shall treat such data in the offer contained in the documents marked as confidential that is which have in the top upper corner the mark »CONFIDENTIAL« and below signature of the person authorized by Tenderer. 

Уin cas eonly some data are considered as confidential in the document submitted with the offer, such confidential data must be marked with red color, word „CONFIDENTIAL“ must be written next to it and below signature of the person authorized by Tenderer. Contracting Authority shall not be responsible for confidentiality of data which are not marked in the above stated manner.

Contracting Authority shall reject to disclose information which would mean infringement of confidentiality of data received in the offer. Price and other data from the offer shall not be considered as confidential which are important for application of criteria elemnts and ranking of offer. Contracting Authority shall keep as confidential secret the names of tenderers as well as submitted offers up to the expiry of od deadline anticipated for opening session.

10. Obligatory content of the offer:

· General data on Tenderer (company, seat, current account, tax ID number, registration identification number, activity code, telephone, telefax, е-mail, etc),

· Note that it is about public procurement and public procurement number,

· Offer number and date of preparation,

· Basis for submission (Public invitation, Letter of Invitation to tenderer to participate, etc),

· Serial number, description of procurement and total amounts of items,

· Total amount, tax amount (if there is no relief) and total amount for payment,

(Prices in the offer may be expressed in RSD or EUR, without taxes, including elements of its structure (for example: costs of transport, excises, insurance, possible discounts, margins, and other dependent costs).

For calculation in RSD, medium currency exchange rate of the Serbia National Bank  is used on the day when opening of offer started-Article 19 of ZPP).

Offered prices must be final and may be changed upon signing or during contract implementation only in justified cases precised by Tender dossier and Contract (Article 115 of PPL). 

In case the Offer shows unusually low price, the Contracting Authority shall act in accordance with Article 92 of PPL-Law on public procurement).

· Deadline and payment mode,

Advance payment is not liable and shall lead to elimination and deferred payment shall be evaluated with credits in accordance with the ranking criteria given in the tender dossier. Payment shall be made only in RSD for domestic tenderers, that is, in eur for tenderers from abroad if so stipulated.

· Offer validity,









Offer must be valid up to Contract signing and not less than 30 days from the day of opening session for tender offers. In case of submitted requests for protection of rights, deadlines are prolonged up to completion of these procedures. Tenderer that accepts on a written request of the Contracting Authority, the deadline prolongation for the offer cannot change the same offer-Article 90 of PPL.

•   Deadline and goods delivery plan,

Stated in the technical specification of this tender dossier (page 33-37/59) and shall be additionally précised by the Contract.

●    Place of goods delivery,

             ●  Country of origin and name of producer in case the tenderer is not the producer 

of the public procurement subject.

· Mode of implementation: (independently, jointly as a group of tenderers or with sub-contractors).



· Manner of offer change, amendment and withdrawal: Within deadline for offer submission, the tenderer may change, amend or cancel its offer in the manner defined for offer submission. Tenderer is obligated to clearly indicate which portion of the offer is changed, that is, which documents are subsequently submitted.

On the back of envelope or the box, state the name and address of Tenderer. In case the offer is submitted by the group of tenderers, it shall be stated on the envelope that it is about the group  of tenderers and state names and addresses of all participants in the joint offer.

Upon the expiry of dedaline for offer submission, tenderer may not withdraw or change its offer.







NOTE:

In case Tenderer submits the offer with sub-tenderer, it is obliged to state in the Offer Form (pages 17-19/59)

 that it submits the offer together with sub-contractor, percentage of total procurement value to be awarded to sub-contractor which may not exceed 50%, as well as the portion of the concerned procurement that shall be carried out through sub-contractor. 

Tenderer shall state in the Offer Form the name and seat of the sub-contractor in case it is going to delegate portion of procurement to be carried out by sub-contractor. 

In case the Contract on public procurement be entered between the Contracting Authority and the Tenderer which submits the offer with the sub-contractor, such sub-contractor shall be stated in the Contract on public procurement. 

Tenderer shall be obligated to submit proves for the sub-contractor related to fulfilment of conditions, in accordance with the Instructions on how to prove fulfilment of conditions.

Tenderer shall fully be responsible to the Contracting Authority for fulfilment of obligations from public procurement procedure, that is fulfilment of contracting obligations regardless the number of sub-contractors. 

Tenderer shall be obligated to enable the Contracting Authority, upon its request, the Access to sub-contractor for the purpose to identify the fulfillment of required conditions.

Tenderer shall be fully responsible to the Contracting Authority for the performance of contracted procurement regardless the number of sub-contractors.


In case of joint offer, tenderers from the group of tenderers shall be liable on the unlimited basis and jointly to the Contracting Authority).

Integral part of the joint offer is Agreement in case of joint procurement by which tenderers from the group shall be liable mutually and to the Contracting Authority to carry out the public procurement, and which contain the data from Article  81. page. 4. item 1) up to 6) of the Law as follows: 

1. Member of the group that shall be the Implementer, that is, the one which shall submit the offer and represent the group of tenderers before the Contracting Authority;

2. Tenderer that shall sign the contract on behalf of group of tenderers;

3. Tenderer which shall on behalf of group of tenderers give the financial security instrument;

4. Tenderer that shall issue the invoice;

5. Account on which payment shall be effected;

6. Obligations of each of tenderers from the group of tenderers for contract implementation.

Group of tenderers is obligated to submit all evidence on fulfilment of conditions in accordance with the Instructions on how to prove the fulfilment of conditions.

Tenderers from the group of tenderers shall be responsible on the unlimited basis and jointly according to the Contracting Authority. 

Cooperative may submit the offer independently, on its behalf, on behalf of cooperatives or a joint offer on behalf of cooperatives and its members.

If a cooperative submits the offer on its behalf for the obligations in the public procurement procedure and contract on public procurement, then the cooperative shall be responsible pursuant to the Law.

In case the cooperative shall submit the joint offer on behalf of cooperative members for obligations arising from public procurement procedure and contract on public procurement on the unlimited basis and jointly and severely  responsibility of cooperative members.

· Line "оther",

· Review/Table of Price/prices structure(completed and signed form for Price structure).

· Acceptable proof for evaluation of adjustment with technical specifications in accordance with Article 71, paragraph 5 of PPL (certificate, technical profile of producers or test report from the authorized body).

· Completed form for evaluation of fulfilment of conditions from Articles 75 and 76 and 77 of the Law on public procurement (ZPP-PPL) where all attached proves are stated,

· Name and surname of authorized person of Tenderer for additional information and its telephone,

· Seal and signature of the authorized person of Tenderer.

11. Tenderer must submit with the offer the data and evidence stated in the Instructions for proving conditions for participation in the public procurement procedure in the manner defined in the Instructions in accordance with Articles  75.,77 and 79 of PPL (Official Gazette of RS 124/13).

(In case the offer is given by the group of tenderers or tenderer with sub-contractors, then evidence for group members are submitted in the manner as required in Instructions). 

12. Tenderer must submit original letter (authorization)  from the Manufacturer of goods which is the subject of this Public procurement out of whose production programme this Mining steel support is offered on Manufacturer’s Memorandum with the date of issue after publishing of Public invitation on Portal of public procurement and with text and format as submitted in tender dossier (page.22/57), name and address or e-mail of the contact  person for checking the validity of the given offer.

13. Proof that it possesses ISO 9001 quality standard is to be submitted, or equivalent which relates to the primary business activity of the company. Fulfilment of this condition is proved by submitting the copy of quality standard certificate issued by the authorized certification body.

14. Tenderers are obliged to submit financial security instrument as follows:

    -      Original bank guarantee - bid bond addressed to Public enterprise for underground coal mining-under restructuring Resavica, in the amount of 2% of the offer value with VAT and clauses: irrevocable, unconditional, payable on the first call and without the right to objection with the validity time minimum 60 days from the day of offer opening session.

   -       Original letter of intent of the bank for issuance of performance bond by the bank addressed to Public enterprise for underground coal mining-under restructuring Resavica, in the amount of 3% of the offer value with VAT and clauses: irrevocable, unconditional, payable on the first call and without the right to objection with the validity time minimum 30 days longer than the offered time period for job performance.

15. Offer shall be rejected if:

· offer fails to meet some of the conditions under items: 1-15 of this Instructions,

· if Tenderer alone or as a group of tenderers or with sub-contractors fails to fulfill the conditions defined for participation in the public procurement procedure  and especially technical conditions defined by the Contracting Authority,

· offer assessed as unacceptable under the procedure of review and evaluation,

· value of reference list for the last previous three business years (2011, 2012 and 2013) is not mínimum one and a half times higher than the value of the given offer. 

Tenderer shall prove the reference list verified by the authorized person of the Contracting Authority the delivery of this public procurement goods was made or  appropriate one and copies of the invoices related to the delivered godos for the Contracting Authority/Contracting Authorities certified by the same Contracting Authority/Authorities. The obligatory document in addition to the reference list aimed at identification of the equivalent delivered goods and the subject of public procurement (that the delivered goods are the same or appropriate to the subject of public procurement) is certificate (certificate, report and similar) on the quality of delivered goods, issued by the accredited institution per each of the contract stated in the List of key delivered goods (page 29/57)  which shows that the delivered goods are appropriate to the goods that are the subject of public procurement according to their technical properties.

· annual turnover of the Tenderer (realized business revenues from the Income statement) in the previous three business years (2011., 2012 and 2013), for all three business years total , is not at least 3 /three) times higher than the value of offer without VAT.

· if tenderer showed negative financial result in the Income Statement in the last three previous years (2011., 2012 and 2013).

· if Tenderer had frozen account in the period from 01 January 2013 through 31 January 2014. 

· Tenderer fails top ut initials on the contract model on each page and fails to verify the last page of the contract by seal.

16. Offer may be rejected if:

· under the review and evaluation procedure it has been evaluated as unacceptable,

· in case of extremely low price in accordance with Article 92 of the Law on public procurement,

· in case the Contracting Authority assign negative references under the procedure of offer evaluation, related to previously signed contracts on public procurement dealing with the same subject of procurement for the period of the last three years .

17. Tenderer is obligated to state when preparing the offer that it respected the obligations arising from the valid regulations on occupational safety, employment and work conditions and environmental protection.

18. Upon the completion of tender opening sesión, it is not allowed to submit the missing key evidence or any other changes of the offerred conditions which according to Article 106 PPL are the reasons for rejecting such offer.

19. Contracting Authority shall retain all the received offers in its permanent ownership with the obligation to use them only for its own purposes and the obligation to keep them as confidential. Any disclosure from the offer which are justified to be marked as business secret to any third party out of the range of tenderers by the Contracting Authority is not allowed without the previous written consent of Tenderer.

20. Interested entity may ask for additional information or explanations related to offer preparation, in written form, latest 5 days before expiry date for offer submission by mail to the address of the Contracting Authority , electronic mail at e-mail mira.paljic@jppeu.rs or by fax at 035 627 008 . 

Contracting Authority shall give answer to the interested party within 3 (three) days from the day of request receipt for additional information or explanation of tender dossier, in writing and shall at the same time publish such information at the  public procurement web portal and on its internet web site.

Additional information or explanations are addressed with the note „Request for additional information or explanations of tender dossier, PP no. 01/14/606006”.

If the Contracting Authority change or make amendments to its tender documents 8 or less days before the expiry deadline for offer submission and announce, publish the notification on prolongation of deadline for offer. 

Upon the expiry of deadline anticipated for offer submission, the Contracting Authority may not change or make amendments to the tender dossier. 

Communication under the procedure of public procurement shall be done only and in the manner defined by Article 20 of the Law.

21.  Requesting additional information and explanation by telephone is not allowed.

22. Payment is made only in RSD for domestic tenderers, that is in eur for foreign tenderers if so contracted and stipulated.

23. Tenderer that is awarded the contract must enclose:

Original performance bond for good job performance issued by the bank and addressed to Public enterprise for underground coal mining-under restructuring Resavica, in the amount of 3% of the offer value, with clauses: irrevocable, unconditional, payable on the first call and without the right to objection with the validity time minimum 30 days longer than the offered time period for job performance.

·  Tenderer must submit the performance bond to the Contracting Authority at the time of entering into contract, otherwise the Contract shall not be signed, that is, it shall be made with the next ranked tenderer that meets the mentioned conditions. 

24. Offer evaluation is made by applying the criteria of economically best favourable offer with ponders as following criteria:

· Price with maximum number of ponders

 Detail description of criteria is given in Section- Criteria for offer evaluation.

25. After offer opening session, the Contracting Authority may request some additional explanations in writing, when doing professional evaluation, which shall help it to review, evaluate and compare offers and may do the control (insight) at the Tenderer’s, that is its sub-contractor (Article 93 of the Law). 

26. In case the Contracting Authority estimates that additional explanations are needed or  control (insight) at the Tenderer’s, that is, its sub-contractor, the Contracting Authority shall leave appropriate time to act according to the Contracting Authority’s call, that is to enable the Contracting Authority to make control (review) at the Tenderer’s and its sub-contractor. 

Contracting Authority may, with the consent of Tenderer, to make corrections of computer mistakes noticed during consideration of offer upon the completed opening session procedure. 

In case of diferrence between unit and total price, the unit price shall be valid and prevail.

In case the Tenderer disagree with the correction of computer mistakes, the Contracting Authority shall reject its offer as unacceptable. 

27. Contracting Authority issue the decision on the selection of the best favourable offer in the period defined in the call for offer deadline submission.

28. Decision on the selection of the best favourable offer shall be submitted to all tenderers by the Contracting Authority within three days from the day of decision making.

29. The selected tenderer shall be invited for contracting within 10 days from the day of selection procedure completion, that is, expiry of deadline for request submission for protection of rights. In case of submitted requests for protection of rights, deadlines are prolonged up to the completion of these procedures.

30.  Draft Contract shall be defined by the Contracting Authority in accordance with the draft contract model and submits to the selected tenderer for signing. Integral part of the Contract is the selected offer with technical specification.

31. Anticipated deadline for contract signing is 10 calendar days starting from the day of the call and invitation for contract signing.

32. In case of withdrawal from procurement, the Contracting Authority shall inform and notify tenderers, in writing. In case cancellation of procurement is made before opening tenders, offers shall not be opened and will be returned to tenderers.

33. Contracting Authority shall be obligated to cancel the public procurement procedure, in accordance with Article 109 of PPL, in case the conditions for best favourable offer have not been fulfilled.

34. Contracting Authority may cancel the public procurement procedure from objective and justifiable reasons which could not have been forseen at the time of the initiating the procedure and which prevent the initiated procedure to be completed, that is, when out of such reasons, the need of the Contracting Authority for the concerned procurement stopped and therefore it shall not be repeated during the same budgetary year.

35. Contracting Authority shall be obligated to justify its decision on public procurement procedure cancellation, in writing, stating especially the reasons for its cancellation and to submit it to tenderers within three days from the day of issuance of such decision.

36. Contracting Authority shall publish the notification on public procurement procedure cancellation on Public procurement web portal and at internet web site www.jppeu.rs, in th emanner prescribed by Article 57 of PPL, within three days from the day of decision issuance on public procurement procedure cancellation.

37. Contracting Authority shall be obligated top ay the contractor, upon the delivered contracted godos , the value of actual delivered godos with VAT, delivered according to certain order made by the Contracting Authority, based on the Contractor’s invoice according to real deleivered quantity of certain type of godos, within 30 (thirty) days from the day of:

- supply and record of invoice at the Contracting Authority’s archive and its verification by signature of authorized person of the Contracting Authority.

- supply of minutes on commissioning, signed without objections by authorized persons of the Contracting Authority.

Tenderer shall be obligated to submit to the Contracting Authority the minutes of commissioning of goods, signed by authorized Contracting Authority’s persons without any objections and remarks, as a condition for payment to be made by the Contracting Authority, based on the submitted invoice.

Guarantee period for the supplied goods shall be 12 (twelve) months from the day of made delivery of contracted goods (date of signing minutes on commissioning without remarks from authorized persons of the Contracting Authority)

 - Tenderer must submit with the offer data and evidence  stated in the Instructions for proving conditions for participation in the public procurement procedure in the defined manner , pursuant to Articles 75-79 of PPL (Official Gazette of RS 116/08).

38. For all procedures of this public procurement implementation which are not covered in previous paragraphs, valid Law on public procurement (PPL) shall be applied (Official Gazette of RS 124/13).

39. Contracting Authority shall abide to all obligations arising from the Law on public procurement and participants under procedure may use all rights available by the Law (Law on public procurement of RS – Official Gazette of RS 124/12).

40. Contracting Authority shall retain all received offers in its permanernt ownership and shall be obligated to use them only in its own purposes and the obligation to keep them confidential. Any disclosure of details from the offer which are justified to be marked as business secret to any third party out of the range of tenderers by the Contracting Authority is not allowed without the previous written consent of Tenderer. Parts of the offer which are business secrtet must be visibly marked and verified by initials and a seal. Price (except the elements of its structure) and other commercial conditions cannot be marked as confidential. In case of cancellation of public procurement, Contracting Authority shall notify tenderers in writing.
